Becket Soule, a Dominican friar of the Eastern Province (U.S.), graduated from Davidson College, the
Episcopal Divinity School, the University of Dallas, and Harvard University, and holds the professional
Certificate in Genealogical Research from Boston University. Fr. Becket has taught at the Catholic
University of America, the Pontifical College Josephinum (Columbus, OH), St Paul University (Ottawa,
Ontario), and Oxford University. He has been visiting lecturer and fellow at other institutions of higher
studies in the United States, Great Britain, and the Ukraine; after serving as an official for the Congregation
for the Eastern Churches in Rome, he became the first Judicial Vicar and Episcopal Vicar for the Personal
Ordinariate of the Chair of Saint Peter (US and Canada). He was Catholic Campus Minister at the College of
William and Mary and continues to be in demand internationally as a lecturer, preacher, and retreat master.

My dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

This month, our Via Fidelis activity 1s “Learn about a particular Marian apparition, such as at
Lourdes or Fatima.”” As Catholics, we believe that Mary has appeared to many believers over the
centuries after her glorious assumption into heaven. She continues to share messages that are meant
to correct, encourage and lead us, as her spiritual children, to her son Jesus Christ.

While there are myriad examples we could study together, I want to share a surprisingly little-known
fact for many Catholics. We have an approved Marian apparition that took place in the United States.
Wow!

In 1859, Belgium immigrant Adele Brice encountered Mary while in the forest near present day
Champion, Wisconsin. Our Lady encouraged Adele to receive the sacraments for the reparation of
sins and teach the catechism to children. Adele began to travel as far as 50 miles on a regular basis to
honor Mary’s request, and soon after became an integral part of founding a convent for other faithful
women in the region.

During the deadliest fire recorded in American history — the Great Peshtigo Fire, which began the
same day as the Great Chicago Fire, Oct. 8, 1871 — Adele and her companions called upon Our
Lady of Champion for help, raising her statue in procession and leading others in the rosary as they
took refuge in the church. On Oct. 10, the fire was extinguished by a change in weather and heavy
rainstorms. In fact, the convent, school, chapel and five acres of land that were dedicated to Mary all
survived the fire, when very few things did.

The story of Our Lady of Champion reminds us that we can always call upon our Immaculate
Mother when we are faced with seemingly insurmountable challenges or threats to our spiritual or
physical safety. I encourage you to share such stories with those around you, to uplift your brothers
and sisters. Please read the Catechism of the Catholic Church (paragraphs 963-975) to learn more
about Mary’s role in the salvific life of the Church, with the knowledge that we are loved deeply by
God and the woman he chose to alter the course of history through her cooperation.

“Go and fear nothing, I will help you" (Our Lady of Champion).

MAY 2: ST. ATHANASIUS, BISHOP

St. Athanasius is known as the great defender of Jesus' true divinity
during a period of heated division within the Church. As bishop of
Alexandria in Egypt, St. Athanasius came into conflict with other
influential Church leaders and several emperors. His staunch defense
of the teachings of the Council of Nicaea led to his exile from
Alexandria on five separate occasions.

MAY 14: ST. MATTHIAS, APOSTLE

St. Matthias was chosen to replace Judas Iscariot (who had betrayed
Christ). Chosing him is one of the first things the Apostles do after
Jesus' ascension (Acts 1:15-26). This is the first example of a successor
to one of the Apostles. Today, our bishops stand as successors of the
Apostles, and the Holy Father is the successor to their leader, St. Peter.

MAY 17: ASCENSION OF THE LORD

The Ascension of the Lord is celebrated 40 days after Easter (see Acts
1:3) and traditionally falls on a Thursday (since Easter is on a Sunday).
In most of the United States, the celebration is transferred to the
following Sunday. By ascending with his resurrected body, Jesus gives
us hope of one day sharing in heavenly communion with the Father.

MAY 24: PENTECOST

Pentecost literally means “fifty” and takes place 50 days after Easter. In
the Acts of the Apostles, the first Christian Pentecost coincides with the
Jewish feast of Pentecost (Shavout, meaning “weeks” in Hebrew), at
which the giving of the Law to Moses on Mount Sinai is commemorated.
The descent of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost shows the enduring
presence of God with his Church as the one who gives her life and
inspires her action. In the sacrament of confirmation, we share in a
special way in the outpouring of the Holy Spirit to help us carry out the
mission of the Church: to spread and defend the faith as witnesses.

MAY 25: THE BLESSED VIRGIN MARY, MOTHER OF THE CHURCH

Mary has many titles, and there are different days these are
commemorated. She is the Mother of God by conceiving and giving
birth to Jesus, and she is our mother, too, because we are united to
Christ in baptism. Mary is a model of true discipleship for the Church.
As “Mother of the Church,” she exemplifies the motherhood that the
Church exercises. Just as Mary enables Christ to be present in the world
through the Incarnation, so too the Church’s mission, as the body of
Christ, is to enable Christ's continued presence in the world.

May 31: SOLEMNITY OF THE MOST HOLY TRINITY

The doctrine of the Trinity tells us who God is. There is one God in
three distinct persons. These three persons are in real relation to each
other. Yet, they each fully possess the one divine nature. This is why we
invoke the one divine “name” when making the sign of the cross (i.e.
“In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit").
