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PASTOR’S CORNER

From the treatise Against Heresies by Saint Irenaeus, bishop
(Lib. 3, 17. 1-3: SC 34, 302-306)
The sending of the Holy Spirit

When the Lord told his disciples to go and teach all nations and baptize them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of
the Holy Spirit, he conferred on them the power of giving men new life in God.

He had promised through the prophets that in these last days he would pour out his Spirit on his servants and handmaids, and
that they would prophesy. So when the Son of God became the Son of Man, the Spirit also descended upon him, becoming
accustomed in this way to dwelling with the human race, to living in men and to inhabiting God’s creation. The Spirit
accomplished the Father’s will in men who had grown old in sin, and gave them new life in Christ. Luke says that the Spirit
came down on the disciples at Pentecost, after the Lord’s ascension, with power to open the gates of life to all nations and to
make known to them the new covenant. So it was that men of every language joined in singing one song of praise to God, and
scattered tribes, restored to unity by the Spirit, were offered to the Father as the first-fruits of all the nations.

This was why the Lord had promised to send the Advocate: he was to prepare us as an offering to God. Like dry flour, which
cannot become one lump of dough, one loaf of bread, without moisture, we who are many could not become one in Christ
Jesus without the water that comes down from heaven. And like parched ground, which yields no harvest unless it receives
moisture, we who were once like a waterless tree could never have lived and borne fruit without this abundant rainfall from
above. Through the baptism that liberates us from change and decay we have become one in body; through the Spirit we have
become one in soul.

The Spirit of wisdom and understanding, the Spirit of counsel and strength, the Spirit of knowledge and the fear of God came
down upon the Lord, and the Lord in turn gave this Spirit to his Church, sending the Advocate from heaven into all the world
into which, according to his own words, the devil too had been cast down like lightning.

If we are not to be scorched and made unfruitful, we need the dew of God. Since we have our accuser, we need an advocate as
well. And so the Lord in his pity for man, who had fallen into the hands of brigands, having himself bound up his wounds and
left for his care two coins bearing the royal image, entrusted him to the Holy
Spirit. Now, through the Spirit, the image and inscription of the Father and the
Son have been given to us, and it is our duty to use the coin committed to our
charge and make it yield a rich profit for the Lord.

READ: A selection from Via Fidelis — Chapter 4

« Through the sacrament of Holy Orders, the work of the
Apostles is carried on with the Bishops as their
SUCCessors

« The authentic interpretation of the the Deposit of Faith
takes place through the Magisterium, or teaching
office of the Church

« Under the guidance of the Holy Spirit, this living
teaching office is exercised by the Pope, who is the
successor of St. Peter and Bishop of Rome, and the
bishops in communion with him

in doctrinal proclamations (regarding faith or morals)
by the Pope or by the entire College of Bishops with
the Pope (especially in an ecumenical council)

« Supported by the Magisterium, all members of the
Church, albeit in different ways, are called to share the

« By virtue of their Baptism, all the faithful are given a
share in the priestly, prophetic, and royal office of
Christ

MAY 2: ST. ATHANASIUS, BISHOP

St. Athanasius is known as the great defender of Jesus' true divinity
during a period of heated division within the Church. As bishop of
Alexandria in Egypt, St. Athanasius came into conflict with other
influential Church leaders and several emperors. His staunch defense
of the teachings of the Council of Nicaea led to his exile from
Alexandria on five separate occasions.

MAY 14: ST. MATTHIAS, APOSTLE

St. Matthias was chosen to replace Judas Iscariot (who had betrayed
Christ). Chosing him is one of the first things the Apostles do after
Jesus' ascension (Acts 1:15-26). This is the first example of a successor
to one of the Apostles. Today, our bishops stand as successors of the
Apostles, and the Holy Father is the successor to their leader, St. Peter.

MAY 17: ASCENSION OF THE LORD

The Ascension of the Lord is celebrated 40 days after Easter (see Acts
1:3) and traditionally falls on a Thursday (since Easter is on a Sunday).
In most of the United States, the celebration is transferred to the
following Sunday. By ascending with his resurrected body, Jesus gives
us hope of one day sharing in heavenly communion with the Father.

MAY 24: PENTECOST

Pentecost literally means “fifty” and takes place 50 days after Easter. In
the Acts of the Apostles, the first Christian Pentecost coincides with the
Jewish feast of Pentecost (Shavout, meaning “weeks” in Hebrew), at
which the giving of the Law to Moses on Mount Sinai is commemorated.
The descent of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost shows the enduring
presence of God with his Church as the one who gives her life and
inspires her action. In the sacrament of confirmation, we share in a
special way in the outpouring of the Holy Spirit to help us carry out the
mission of the Church: to spread and defend the faith as witnesses.

MAY 25: THE BLESSED VIRGIN MARY, MOTHER OF THE CHURCH

Mary has many titles, and there are different days these are
commemorated. She is the Mother of God by conceiving and giving
birth to Jesus, and she is our mother, too, because we are united to
Christ in baptism. Mary is a model of true discipleship for the Church.
As “Mother of the Church,” she exemplifies the motherhood that the
Church exercises. Just as Mary enables Christ to be present in the world
through the Incarnation, so too the Church’s mission, as the body of
Christ, is to enable Christ's continued presence in the world.

May 31: SOLEMNITY OF THE MOST HOLY TRINITY

The doctrine of the Trinity tells us who God is. There is one God in
three distinct persons. These three persons are in real relation to each
other. Yet, they each fully possess the one divine nature. This is why we
invoke the one divine “name” when making the sign of the cross (i.e.
“In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit”).
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A deacon is an ordained minister of
the Catholic Church. There are
three groups, or orders, of
ordained ministers in the Church:
bishops, priests, and deacons.

Deacons are ordained for a
ministry of service, which they
carry out under the authority of the
Bishop. All ordained ministers in
the Church are called to functions
of Word, Altar, and Charity.

Confirmation, or Marriage at our Church (unless specific
permission is given)

What are the requirements for being a Sacramental
Sponsor (Godparent or Confirmation Sponsor)?
To be eligible to be a sacramental sponsor, a person
must:
 Be a Catholic who has received the sacraments of
Baptism, Eucharist and Confirmation. If these
sacraments were not received at our Church, must
provide a sacramental record from the Church of
Baptism with Parish seal.
» Marital status of single or married according to the laws
of the Catholic Church
« Have Active Member Status in the Parish as outlined
above

Is my Marriage Recognized

by the Church?

Like other couples in your parish or family,
you may be wondering if your marriage is
fully recognized by the Catholic Church.
Catholic Church law ordinarily requires
baptized Roman Catholics to marry before a
priest or deacon. Unless they received a
“dispensation from canonical form,”
Catholics who exchange vows in the
presence of ministers from other religious
traditions or civil officials are not considered
validly married in the eyes of the Catholic
Church.

Regardless of what happened in the past, the
Catholic Church invites you to bring new
meaning to your lives by embracing the
vocation of marriage and dedicating your
family’s mission to sharing God’s love.
