From a work by Saint Thomas Aquinas, priest
(Opusculum 57, in festo Corporis Christi, lect. 1-4)
O precious and wonderful banquet!

Since it was the will of God’s only-begotten Son that men should share in his divinity, he assumed our
nature in order that by becoming man he might make men gods. Moreover, when he took our flesh he
dedicated the whole of its substance to our salvation. He offered his body to God the Father on the altar of
the cross as a sacrifice for our reconciliation. He shed his blood for our ransom and purification, so that
we might be redeemed from our wretched state of bondage and cleansed from all sin. But to ensure that
the memory of so great a gift would abide with us for ever, he left his body as food and his blood as drink
for the faithful to consume in the form of bread and wine.

O precious and wonderful banquet that brings us salvation and contains all sweetness! Could anything be
of more intrinsic value? Under the old law it was the flesh of calves and goats that was offered, but here
Christ himself, the true God, is set before us as our food. What could be more wonderful than this? No
other sacrament has greater healing power; through it sins are purged away, virtues are increased, and the
soul 1s enriched with an abundance of every spiritual gift. It is offered in the Church for the living and the
dead, so that what was instituted for the salvation of all may be for the benefit of all. Yet, in the end, no
one can fully express the sweetness of this sacrament, in which spiritual delight is tasted at its very
source, and in which we renew the memory of that surpassing love for us which Christ revealed in his
passion.

It was to impress the vastness of this love more firmly upon the hearts of the faithful that our Lord
instituted this sacrament at the Last Supper. As he was on the point of leaving the world to go to the
Father, after celebrating the Passover with his disciples, he left it as a perpetual memorial of his passion.
It was the fulfillment of ancient figures and the greatest of all

On the Via Fidelis, we are accompanied by “a great cloud of witnesses,” the saints of the church
(see Heb 12:1). As we work to learn and share the truths of our faith, we are helped by many
heavenly brothers and sisters who befriend us, intercede for us and help us.

Generaticns of saints have given witness to the Holy Trinity, to the Lord Jesus, his life and
teachings and his saving death and resurrection. Many martyrs have heroically given their lives
rather than abandon or misstate the teachings of the Gospel.

We are all called to welcome the witness of the holy ones and to share in their level of zeal and
burning love for the Lord Jesus and his Church.

THE “MARKS” OF THE CHURCH

« The Church is the people called and gathered together
by God

« The Church is referred to as a “mystery” because she
has a divine spiritual reality active alongside her
visible reality

« The Church is described in the Niceno-
Constantinopolitan Creed as characterized by four
“marks” — one, holy, catholic and apostolic

« The Church'’s unity finds its source and example in the
unity of the three divine persons of the Trinity

« The Church shares one faith, one sacramental life, one
hope, one Lord, one Spirit

« This one Church of Christ subsists in the Catholic
Church, which the pope (the successor of Peter) and

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JUNE 1: ST. JUSTIN, MARTYR

St. Justin is one of the brilliant minds of the early Church (second century).
He was one of the earliest writers to reflect on the compatibility of faith
and reason. Eventually, he gave his life for the faith when he, along with six
others, refused to offer sacrifice to Roman gods. He is referred to as Justin
Martyr (the designation is often treated as if it was part of his name) and
Justin the Philosopher.

JUNE 3: ST. CHARLES LWANGA AND COMPANIONS, MARTYRS

St. Charles Lwanga served in the Bugandan royal household (modern
Uganda). He and 21 others were put to death for resisting and protecting
others from the abuses of the ruler. On the same day St. Joseph Mukasa
Balikuddembe was being martyred by the Bugandan ruler, Charles — still a
catechumen — requested and received the sacrament of baptism. Like
many martyrs, his feast day marks the day of his death in 1886.

JUNE 5: ST, BONIFACE, BISHOP AND MARTYR

St. Boniface is often called the “Apostle of Germany” and is known for his
missionary work to the Germanic tribes. Although he was an English monk,
he was sent by Pope Gregory Il to evangelize in what would become parts of
modern-day Germany and the Netherlands. St. Boniface is sometimes
depicted with an axe, which is a reference to his chopping down of an oak
tree that was worshipped by pagan followers of Thor. This is sometimes
proposed as the “roots” of the Christmas tree tradition. St. Boniface was
later martyred.

JUNE 7: THE MOST HOLY BODY AND BLOOD OF CHRIST

The celebration of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ, often referred to
simply by the Latin Corpus Christi, was established by Pope Urban IV in 1264
to celebrate Christ's love for us exhibited in his enduring presence in the
Eucharist. The pope commissioned St. Thomas Aquinas to compose the
Liturgy of the Hours for the feast. As part of this project, Aquinas composed
several eucharistic hymns, portions of which are still widely used and well
known today, such as O Salutaris Hostia, Pange Lingua (Tantum Ergo is a
part of this hymn) and Panis Angelicus.

JUNE 11: ST. BARNABAS, APOSTLE

We encounter St. Barnabas in the Acts of the Apostles. We are told he was a
Levite from Cyprus named Joseph and was given the name “Barnabas” (son
of encouragement) when he came to the Apostles with a donation from
some property he sold (Acts 4:36-37). He advocated for St. Paul with the
Church in Jerusalem shortly after Paul's conversion (see Acts 9:27) and later
was sent to Antioch and brought Paul there (see Acts 11:19-26). The two
traveled and evangelized together on what is often referred to as Paul's
first missionary journey (Acts 13-14) and are described in Scripture as
“apostles” (Acts 14:14). The pair later split because of a disagreement (Acts
15:36-41 and Gal 2:13).

JUNE 12: THE MOST SACRED HEART OF JESUS

Devotion to the Sacred Heart of Jesus centers on Christ's love for humanity.
This love is ultimately seen in Jesus’ willingness to suffer and die for us.
Reflection on the wounded side of Christ goes back to the earliest times of
the Church. Sacred Heart devotion was articulated in its current form due to
St. Margaret Mary Alacoque'’s visions of Christ between 1673-1675. This
devotion involves reflecting on the depth of Christ's love for us and seeking
to respond with love modeled on his love. Divine Mercy devotion, which
arose in the 20th century through the visions of St. Faustina Kowalska, is
closely connected to devotion to the Sacred Heart.
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rom his first appearance after his election in May 2025,

Pope Leo XIV has called upon Catholics to live in peace

and unity with one another within the Church and to
share this invitation to peace and unity with the whole world.
Throughout history, Catholics have shared Christ’s mission
with the world by proclaiming the Gospel and performing
works of mercy that bring comfort to the poor and vulnerable.

« Letter of Eligibility to serve as a sacramental sponsor for
Baptism or Confirmation (see additional conditions
below)
» Reception of Baptism, First Holy Communion,
Confirmation, or Marriage at our Church (unless specific
permission is given)

What are the requirements for being a Sacramental
Sponsor (Godparent or Confirmation Sponsor)?
To be eligible to be a sacramental sponsor, a person
must:
 Be a Catholic who has received the sacraments of
Baptism, Eucharist and Confirmation. If these
sacraments were not received at our Church, must
provide a sacramental record from the Church of
Baptism with Parish seal.
» Marital status of single or married according to the laws
of the Catholic Church
« Have Active Member Status in the Parish as outlined
above

Is my Marriage Recognized

by the Church?

Like other couples in your parish or family,
you may be wondering if your marriage is
fully recognized by the Catholic Church.
Catholic Church law ordinarily requires
baptized Roman Catholics to marry before a
priest or deacon. Unless they received a
“dispensation from canonical form,”
Catholics who exchange vows in the
presence of ministers from other religious
traditions or civil officials are not considered
validly married in the eyes of the Catholic
Church.

Regardless of what happened in the past, the
Catholic Church invites you to bring new
meaning to your lives by embracing the
vocation of marriage and dedicating your
family’s mission to sharing God’s love.
